Remove the
wheels and store the car on blocks of wood, a
shelf or an old tire. This will keep the axles in

PLEASE NOTE: Change in Age Limits for 2006
Stock Division: 8 - 13

Super Stock Division: 10-17
Masters Division: 10 - 17

Age Requirements for 2006:

You must be the minimum age of the division by the race date of June 3, 2006,
and cannot exceed the maximum age of the division before July 23, 2006. The
only exception is for 9 year olds who raced Super Stock in 2005 (as an 8 year
old). They may continue to race in the Super Stock division as a 9 year old this
year.

If you previously raced Super Stock or Masters, only this year (the 2006
race), you may go back and race Stock (if you meet the age requirements).
But after 2006, you may not move back into the Stock division from the
Super Stock or Masters division. If you have raced Super Stock before and
are considering the Stock division, you will want to make the change to the Stock
division for the 2006 race.

The new ruling is intended to make the stock car more of an entry-level division.
